THE RELAPSE IS OBSERVED DUE TO THE ELIMINATION OF THE CAUSES: TONGUE THRUST

AND SUCTION-SWALLOWING.

AT REST SWALLOWING

IT WILL STILL BE NECESSARY TO COMPLETE THE TREATMENT ACCORDING TO THE PRESCRIBED
PROTOCOL TO ENSURE THE STABILIZATION OF THE NEW SWALLOWING PATTERN.
